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Preface

The CopeMed Il Project onCoordination tosupport fisheries management in the Western
and Central Mediterranednis executed by the Food and Agriculture Organdazatof the
United Nations (FAO) and funded by the SecretaremdBal de Pesca Maritima and the
Directorate-General for Maritime Affairs and Fisieerof the European Commission (DG-
MARE).

The objective of the project is to maintain thetainability of the marine fisheries in the
central and western Mediterranean Sea and its stmmy taking into consideration
environmental, biological, economic, social andtiingonal issues. For that purpose
CopeMed Il promotes the cooperation between théohalt Fisheries Administrations, the
Research Institutions and the remaining stakehsldéthe participating countries (Algeria,
France, ltaly, Libyan Arab Jamahiriya, Malta, Moco¢c Spain and Tunisia) and the
International Fisheries Commissions (GFCM and ICLCAS$tablished in this area of the
Mediterranean.

Particular attention is given to support nationad aegional fisheries management processes
taking advantage of the increased scientific misitiglinary knowledge developed through
the first phase of the project. The occurrencéhefroject's area of shared fishery resources
requires the promotion of cooperative fisheries agg@ment among the coastal countries, in
line with the indications of the FAO Code of Contfmr Responsible Fisheries. In similar
way agreements with other regional fora, stakehsldend regional organisations (e.g.
Barcelona Convention, ACCOBAMS, IUCN) with interastfisheries-related issues are in
line with the Project objectives.

and the FAO-FIMF Chief. A brief remind was madetbe Project objectives an
activities and a presentation of the activities lenpented for the three immediate
objectives during the inter-session period was mallepresentation on th
implementation of the ArtFiMed Project objectivasdaactivities in Morocco an
Tunisia completed the remind phase of the meeting.

The Priority activities for the 2nd year of CopeMere discussed and agreed.
There was a general agreement on the necessityidiitipe the list of activities
proposed on few issues involving all the partidipgtcountries rather than to haye
single activities involving one or two countrieslyanThe Project should organige
several meetings during 2009 to launch the CopeMaxtegional working group
on demersal, small pelagic as requested by the St a pilot project for th
implementation of the 40 mm square mesh size icolmtries, facilitate the experfs
training in issues related with stocks assessmadt implement several other
activities according the Project document.

Priorities for the first year of ArtFiMed were alsbscussed and adopted by the
Committee acknowledging the importance of the fellop of the activities and it
effects and the necessary selection of indicatérdo@al level, with previou
consultation with the communities and their impletagion, in a second phase of
the project, at national level.
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1. Opening of the meeting and election of the Chairman

The meeting was attended by representatives ofobiiee two Donors (Spain), delegations
from the countries participating in the Projectdédia, Italy, Libyan Arab Jamabhiriya, Malta,
Morocco, Tunisia and Spain), the Deputy Executiexr&tary of the GFCM, the FAO

Fisheries Management and Conservation Service CthiefFAORNE (Cairo Office) Senior

Fisheries Officer, the former Director of CopeMduhpe |, Officers from FAO AdriaMed and
MedSudMed Projects as well as the two officers fr@ddopeMed Il Project. The

representatives of France, EU, AECID and ICCAT gbair apologies for not participating

due of previous commitments.

The Project Coordinator, Mr Juan A. Camifas, welednthe participants and thanked the
host, particularly Mr A. Berraho and his team im@er for their kindness and the support
given to the Project with local and national aremgnts during the organization of the
meeting. He also thanked the Moroccan delegateffering to host the meeting in a country
that has contributed to the work of CopeMed Phaseah active and efficient manner.

During the opening ceremony, Mr A. Berraho, Direct8eneral of INRH (Morocco),
welcomed the delegates recalling the long histér@apeMed, that started by a first meeting
in the old city of Tangier on 13 and 14 Februanp79and the large array of important
activities promoted, organized or supported by Breject. During the first phase of the
project, a solid regional cooperation spirit wasiaged and strengthened; joint research
projects and surveys at sea were carried out, mmusdechnical papers were produced, and
all the results have to be commended and recograsedn outstanding achievement. He
mentioned that during the phase | of CopeMed tleeregearch centres of the INRH in Nador
and Tangier were operative and that the suppam fice Project was of great importance. He
underlined the importance of the ArtFiMed projeat artisanal fisheries and expressed the
willingness of INRH to collaborate in this mattéte expressed the hope that the Committee
would give new indications and orientation moreedied towards the needs of fisheries
management.

The FAO FIMF Chief, Mr Kevern Cochrane, highlightdee importance of this meeting in
the life-cycle of the Project and thanked the Maeotauthorities for hosting the meeting. He
welcomed the delegations of the participating coest as well as those of the Donors,
GFCM and other FAO Mediterranean Regional Projedis.specially thanked Mr Rafael
Robles, former Project Coordinator of CopeMed I, foe valuable work and important
results obtained during the first phase of thegmband for his presence. He mentioned that
the presence of representatives from the other RAgditerranean Regional Projects well
reflected the importance attached by FAO to thepeaation, coordination and synergy
among all the FAO Mediterranean projects for thedfie of the participating countries.

Mr Cochrane thanked the Spanish Secretaria GemklalMar, Ministerio del Medio
Ambiente, Medio Rural y Marino and DG-Mare of thergpean Commission for their
contributions of funding for the duration of theojact. He drew attention to the value of the
project to the participating countries and to GF@nl highlighted some of the progress that
had been made during its first year. He also refeto some of the tasks that would need to
be addressed in the coming year and the impor@insetting clear and achievable objectives
to ensure best use of the available funds and time.



He thanked the Spanish Cooperation Agency, AECHD fihancially supporting ArtFiMed.
He reported that this project is a very importargmement to CopeMed Il and expressed the
hope that this pilot project on artisanal fishemesuld become an important regional project
in the near future, incorporating as many countiepossible to give the necessary visibility
and support to the artisanal fisheries sub-sedtoggional and national levels. Mr Cochrane
also recalled the high priority given by thé"2Bession of the FAO Committee on Fisheries
(COFI, Rome, 2-6 March 2009) to meeting the needssécial development and ensuring
responsible fisheries in the context of small-s@ald artisanal fisheries. These conclusions
demonstrated the relevance and importance of ArHiltb the region. He also recalled that
during COFI, the need for an international instramen small-scale fisheries was also
expressed.

He recalled that several scientific and monitorauogivities were carried out during the first
year of CopeMed Il or were on-going within the eaijframework and new questions to be
addressed arose continuously, calling for the td provide support to new challenging
topics.

He finally underlined that, despite the budgetampstraints, the project has already produced
some valuable results, such as the good coordmaticd collaboration with the GFCM
secretariat in the organization of a joint taslcéon statistics issues that has already visited
Morocco; the collaboration with other Mediterranganjects, particularly with MedSudMed,
in organizing common activities, the support to exp from participating countries to
participate in GFCM meetings and in training coarared the visits of the project coordinator,
in cooperation with the national focal points, toshof the countries to present the project
and its objectives to the national fisheries autlesr as well as the start of discussions with
fishers’ organisations.

The representative of the General Fisheries Conwnider the Mediterranean (GFCM), Mr
Abdellah Srour, thanked CopeMed Il for the invibatito attend the meeting and the
Moroccan authorities for acting as hosts. He umusd the importance that the GFCM gave
to the regional projects like CopeMed I, sincesi@rojects are essential to achieve its goals
of improving fisheries management in the Mediteeam He mentioned some important
questions discussed during thé®33FCM meeting, particularly the implementation bét
minimum mesh size of 40 mm square mesh and thessigcdo for the countries to supply
Task 1 data to the GFCM Secretariat.

The donor representative, Mr Sebastian Fraile (S8, pain), thanked the Government of
Morocco for kindly hosting the meeting and for dtscellent organization. He complimented
FAO and the project staff for the excellent quatifythe documents prepared. He underlined
that Spain had always actively supported the coiiaion among the Mediterranean
countries, and the reinforcement of regional coaf@n encouraged by the Project remained
fundamental for the issues addressed and the seshthined, including the assistance to the
national research institutions and the supporth® GFCM SAC. He mentioned that the
Spanish Government continued supporting CopeMeathdl was analysing the extension of
that support by increasing the budget, to allow Breject to extend its activities in the
countries, in the belief that this would facilitatarther scientific cooperation in the
Mediterranean, and bring sizeable benefits to fissenanagement in the region.

Mr M. Tarmidi, General Secretary of the FisheriespBrtment, Ministry of Agriculture and
Fisheries (Morocco), welcomed the participants gewdlled the importance of CopeMed for



the region and the success obtained during Phagdtdr thanking Spain for their key
contributions to fisheries management in the Mediteean and for supporting regional
cooperation in fisheries research, he mentionedeffaets carried out by the participating
countries to achieve the GFCM management objecéimesimplement common management
measures addressing the precarious situation of aidke Mediterranean exploited stocks.
He thanked the FAO projects, particularly CopeMedthe scientific support to the countries
in a context of regional cooperation. He mentiotiexlparticularities of the artisanal fisheries
in the region and the social and economic imposaoicthis activity, unfortunately not yet
recognized in many instances, and welcomed the i#fative and the Spanish support to
the artisanal fisheries pilot project ArtFiMed. Aftwishing a successful meeting to all the
present international experts and delegates, Harédahe meeting open.

2. Adoption of the Agenda

Dr A. Zoubi, INRH (Morocco) was unanimously electad chairperson. He addressed the
Committee, wished a fruitful meeting and called tgention of the participants to the
important issues on the agenda and to the tadis tmdertaken during the meeting.

The agenda was presented to the Coordination CdeeniiThe Chairman invited the
participants to provide any comments. The agenda adopted with no changes. Ms
Nicoletta Milone and Mr Luca Ceriola acted as rapgurs in cooperation with the Project
staff.

3. Report on the CopeMed Il Project’s Progress

Mr Camifas introduced item 3 of the agenda anddtmiment “Report on the CopeMed I
Project’s Progress"HAO CopeMed Il CC02/2009/p2n which the activities carried out by
CopeMed from Marcl2008 to May 2009 are presented. He emphasizedlihthie activities
carried out are in line with the Project objectieesl reflect the suggestions agreed on during
the inception meeting of the Coordination Committee

The Committee was informed that, under Objectiv8ttengthening the national capacity to
obtain statistical data on catch and effort, inalugl biological and socioeconomics dathe
Project contacted the GFCM Secretariat, the camtlelegates and some national fisheries
administrations to identify and try to solve theimproblems related with fisheries statistics
both at national and regional level (with the GFCWI) address the more urgent issues a joint
GFCM-FAO Task Force on statistics was organizedigid the countries, with support from
CopeMed II. A first visit to Morocco was carriedtan February 2009 and contacts with the
Tunisian “Direction Générale des Péches” wereatet.

Some delegates questioned how to follow up on iHEse to address fisheries statistics
problems at national level. The Coordinator infodntbat any action related to national
fisheries statistics systems should be addressateinframework of MedFiSis when the
project becomes operational. CopeMed can assisiatetries and/or institutions, depending
on the funds available, to prepare documents, gaperts from the institutes, the fisheries



administrations or the fishing sectors and askstcbuntries in presenting the statistical data
required by the GFCM Regulations.

The Coordinator also reviewed activities under ©tbje 2.Strengthening fisheries scientific
research and upgrading the research activity in tla¢onal and international contexirhe
activities under this objective include supportihg training of experts from the participating
countries, including their participation in regidm@eetings and courses. Although the budget
available for this activity was not sufficient t@ower all requests from the participating
countries, 14 experts from the 4 southern Mediwraa countries were co-financed by
CopeMed Il during 2008 and 2009 to participatew tshort courses, one Masters course,
three working group meetings or workshops and 0@82neetings of the Sub Committees of
the SAC-GFCM.

The Coordinator underlined that the project way afile to partially support the costs of
these participations and that many other requestsupporting the participation of national
experts in training or GFCM activities could not datisfied due to budget restrictions. He
underlined that 8 of the 14 activities were cofioed by the countries’ institutions or by the
GFCM, showing an important commitment of the coestrwith the training and the
participation in GFCM meetings of national experts.

In addition to these activities, the Project mamgd strong links with the other FAO
Regional Projects and the GFCM, by identifying sgies on common issues of interest as
well as the Project staff's participation at megs$inand the support provided to regional
scientists to participate to the GFCM SAC meetiagg courses organised under the umbrella
of the GFCM.

Concerning immediate Objective Strengthening the institutional capacity at natibtevel
(organization and network of fishery stakeholdetsyelopment of management strategies)
and at sub-regional leve{cooperation between countries and with RegionahEries
Organisations)the Committee was informed about the official tgisaf the Coordinator to
several of the participating countries, with megdinheld with fisheries administrations,
fishers representatives and regional fishers osgéions. The Coordinator once again
reminded the Committee about the budget restristiduring 2008 and the impossibility to
visit all countries. The Committee’s attention vadzawn to the reduced progress made during
2008 towards the expected outcome of this inmediagective.

The Committee was informed about progress with riees project Web page and the
possibility to establish, during 2009, an emailtmdisition list and an e-bulletin. The

Coordinator also mentioned the project’s intentioh linking the national fisheries

administrations and research institutions to thpebded 1l Web page in order to re-establish
a practical network of information and communicatas existed during phase |.

The Coordinator informed that he had discussed thghnational authorities the possibility to
support the organisation or creation of NationahEries Advisory Consultative Groups on
fisheries management. During the visits the foaaihjpof Tunisia offered his country’s

experience to collaborate with other countries igaaising such consultative group.
Nevertheless no specific requests on this mattee wexeived by the project and only Malta
showed an interest in reinforcing their nationshéries advisory body.

The Committee was informed that the European URAIC (Regional Advisory Council) for
the Mediterranean, an EU new Council dealing wighdries issues, met for the first time at



the beginning of April 2009 in Rome and that thejéct was included as observer. Although

for this first time the project does not particpat the meeting, this decision could allow the
project to maintain a privileged position in redatito the stakeholders from the 4 EU

countries participating at CopeMed Il and to faaie contacts between the Council and the
non-EU project countries.

The Committee was also informed that Rrémiére rencontre Euro-Méditerranéene des
coopératives de péchwill be organised in Tangier by theellule Centrale de vulgarisation
et des programmes d'encadrement des cooperativigsarizment de la Péche Maritime du
Marocduring next November. The GFCM and CopeMed Il wevied to collaborate in the
meeting and they are working together to prepagg ttoordinated participation.

The Chairperson thanked the Project Coordinatotiferpresentation and acknowledged the
variety of the actions and the results achieveslith a short time. The support of the Donors
was highlighted and the occasion was taken to esiphaheir support to the Project
activities. Mention was also made to the fact tilbthe activities presented were carried out
in line with the indications provided by the GFCM.

He recalled the importance of issues like the fdatmn of a pilot study on the implications
of the adoption of a minimum 40mm square mesh eizecodends of all bottom trawl
fisheries, as well as the support to the furtheretipment of the national fisheries statistics
systems. In this context he reiterated the appienidor the support given by the Project for
the fulfilment of the requirements for the subnussof GFCM Task 1 data. The importance
of a new web page, with updated information ankislito the main relevant information and
institutions of the area was also highlighted.

The Representative of Libya thanked Moroccan aittesrfor hosting the meeting and

recalled the importance given by Libya to the FA@Qp€EMed Project. He also mentioned that
this was the first meeting of the new CopeMed thwhe participation of a delegation from

Libya. He recalled the important involvement of ttmuntry in the first phase of CopeMed |

and expressed the wish of having the possibilitdiszuss with the Project some additional
priority activities for his country.

In addition, while wishing a successful implemeiotatof the activities of the second year of
CopeMed I, he highlighted the importance of stroogordination with the other
Mediterranean FAO Regional Projects, like MedSudMedrder to optimize resources and
to reinforce the achievements of both projects.

Following some discussion on the adoption of thal square mesh size; reference was
made to the Moroccan proposal submitted duringldse meeting of the GFCM SAC Sub

Committees (Antalya, Turkey 13-17 October 2008)tlv& implementation of such measure.
In that occasion, CopeMed Il agreed to supportlat gitudy on the gear selectivity and

biological and socio-economic impacts of the adwpdf this measure, to be carried out first
in Morocco and then to be extended to the wholgeBtcarea depending on the Project
budget.

The Committee commented that the briefing providgdhe Project clearly made evident the
scientific achievements of each scientific programithe current state and the future options
and actions to be considered in terms of sustdityabnd continuity also under a national
execution scheme.



4. Report of the ArtFiMed Project’s Progress

The Project socio-economist, Mr. Bernardon, intretli this point of the Agenda based on
document FAO CopeMed Il CC02/2009/07. ConcerningeC@lve 1. To contribute to
improve the socio-economic situation and sustamdéilselihood of the target communities in
Morocco and Tunisighe informed the Committee on the results of thti@patory diagnosis
in the three sites, the methodology developed haglanning for 2009.

Mr Bernardon presented a summary of the ArtFiMedjdet objectives and the follow-up

from January 2009, after the entry on duty of the hational experts in Morocco (Tangier)
and Tunisia (Gabes) and the incorporation of thgeexsocio economist to CopeMed II. The
project is financed by the Spanish AECID as a pilatject for the artisanal segment of the
Mediterranean fisheries in three selected sited/lanocco (Dikky) and Tunisia (Ghannouch
and EL Akkarit in the Gulf of Gabes).

He reviewed the general objective of the projectlarining the three levels for the
implementation of objectives: local, national aedional. In each of the three levels different
actors should be involved in an attempt to plaeedtisanal fisheries in the national context
at the same level as the other fishery sectors@mnaise the importance of these fisheries not
only from a socio economic point of view but also the assessment of the shared stocks and
the management of the fisheries within the GFCMaoeg context.

He recalled that ArtFiMed is operational from 2088d that in January the Internal
Committee met in the Malaga Project offices for tingt time. The meeting was attended by
the two national experts, the socio-economist dedGopeMed Il Coordinator to discuss the
Objectives and prepare an annual Agenda, reviewdheities to be carried out by the project
to alleviate fishers poverty and improve their seetonomic situation, as well as to prepare
methodologies that should be useful for the impletaon at national and regional level of
an artisanal fisheries project model. Project tssaihd the lessons learned and experiences
acquired should be replicable at national and regjiscale within the GFCM countries.

He explained the phases of the project, recallrag the Project activities carried out until
now correspond to the first phase: diagnosis aadrphg. Later he reviewed the activities
related with the participatory diagnosis carried muclose cooperation with fishermen and
his families, the traders and other stakeholdeng. diagnosis phase includes the design and
implementation of a data base, the surveys caoigdn Dikky (Morocco), El Akkarit and
Ghannouch (Tunisia) and the analysis of data fioensurveys. With the data and information
based in literature (including non-peer-reviewepores) and the new data from the surveys
three diagnosis rapportBAO CopeMed Il CC02/ Inf. Qthave been prepared.

A second part of the diagnosis phase includegtgification and planning of activities, the
revision of the actions included in the Project wloent, with the participation of the
communities and the identification and adoptiorthaf Planning for phase 1 and for the part
of phase 2 corresponding to 2009.

The Committee was informed that two meetings weglel lduring this period (documents
FAO CopeMed II CC02/2009/Inf.08nhd FAO CopeMed Il CC02/2009/p4During the first
meeting the national experts presented a baselicement containing information on other
initiatives and projects affecting the artisanahéries, as well as a summary of the existing
information on the activities and production in gedected sites. During the second meeting



the draft diagnosis documents prepared by the maltiexperts were reviewed in order to
improve the quality of the contents and to harmetliee format and presentation of the three
reports.

A summary of the baseline reports correspondingh three sites (Ghannouch and El
Akkarit in Tunisia and Dikky in Morocco) was presed, and more detailed documents were
distributed for information. The diagnosis documeriudes a synthetic sheet on each site
including basic information, information on the &peconomic aspects of the fishers
community, a description of the main activities afisheries, information about the

organisational system within the fishers commusjtee matrix with the main problems, main

potential partners for the project in the regiondaa section of conclusions and

recommendations.

Concerning Objective ZTo promote and extend the results of the projedth®r artisanal
areas based on lessons learnt through implememiatiad the application of methodologies
and Objective 3To reinforce the information base line on Mediterean artisanal fisherigs
the Committee was informed that most of the aatiwitare still in a preliminary phase.
Nevertheless activities corresponding to the ptgpomotion and dissemination have been
carried out from the beginning, including prepamatiof a project Logo and brochures,
dissemination material, meetings with local andoeal authorities and with other projects,
visits to administrations related with educatiomrpotion and poverty reduction, as well as
contacts with local media.

The Delegate of Algeria reiterated his countrytenest in participating in the ArtFiMed
project, as already expressed during the first @ination Committee session. The
coordinator explained the initiatives of the prajec coordination with AECID Algeria and
the agreement to prepare a draft proposal to imcatp Algeria in the artisanal activities
being carried out under CopeMed II.

The Committee reiterated the interest of havingpiha activities of ArtFiMed extended to
all the Project area. On this regard the meeting eninded that additional financial support
should be allocated for this project if new futastivities will be approved.



5. Priority activities for the 2nd year of CopeMed

Based on the documeAO CopeMed Il CC02/2009/0éhe Coordinator presented for
discussion a proposal of activities by objectives the second year. He explained that the
activities included in the document correspondhi® EAO proposal sent to the EC DG Mare
for funding the second year. The Committee wadeavio review the activities report and to
provide general guidance to the Project, partityilan priority issues relating to the existing
Project budget lines.

As done in 2008 the focal points should send tlogept the list of meetings where national
experts should participate with the name and ptdcthe meeting, the name of the expert/s
proposed to participate, the contribution of thpegkto the meeting (in terms of documents,
data, etc) and the institution/national adminigbratcontribution in terms of cost. The
Coordinator recalled that a tacit agreement washesh during the first Coordination
Committee meeting to share between the projecttla@ccountries the cost of the national
expert’s participation in regional meeting.

It was recalled that the Project will organise sal/eneetings during 2009 to launch the
CopeMed subregional working groups on demersalsamall pelagic fish as requested by the
GFCM SAC.

The Coordinator commented the Terms of Referencehi® activity “Revision of the Pilot
Plan for the small pelagic of the Alboran Sea”.ndealled the history of this project and the
mandate to the project during the First “Foro ddé’&sca” carried out during the Project’s
Phase | asking for the participant’s opinion ancheeents to improve the TOR. The TOR’s
were discussed (Annex 9). He also informed thabmasualtant with experience in these
fisheries has been contacted by the Project todauate the actions for implementing the
pilot project.

The meeting was also informed that the Fishery @gRrofiles available on the CopeMed II
Web page were updated recently to standardize dhreat with the other Mediterranean
Projects, AdriaMed and MedSudMed. To avoid confasiwith the FAO Country Profiles it
will be renamed as “Country Fishery Information”.

After thorough discussion of the Document FAO CopeMI CC02/2009/06and the
countries’ priorities (Document FAO CopeMed Il CCa9/03)the question of the reduced
budget was raised. There was general agreemenhemdcessity to prioritize the list of
activities proposed on few issues involving all teaticipating countries rather than have
many activities involving one or two countries only addition the Committee recognized the
importance to have all the member countries inwblt® the same extent in the Project
activities.

The importance of the established cooperation tivites, which is now a reality, among the
regional projects MedSudMed, AdriaMed and CopeMedas stressed. The Committee also
acknowledged that such cooperation represents aavesinforce Projects activities as well
as a means for enhancing the results that canhievad with limited budgets.

With regard to the support to the national fisher&gatistics systems, the Committee was
recalled that a specific FAO Project, MedFisis i, when operative, in charge of this task,



while the mandate of CopeMed Il is to support tleundries collect information for
complying with GFCM requests.

The Deputy Executive Secretary of the GFCM made e&erence to the binding
recommendation GFCM 33/2009/02 on 40 mm square naesh recalled the scope of
paragraph 71 in the GFCM report 88ession) which stresses the need for studies en th
consequences of the implementation of this measut@e carried out with the support of the
regional projects. In addition, by recalling the @% Task 1 recommendation (2006/01) he
invited the meeting to take in consideration thegtulity to organize a working session
specifically focused on the new GFCM Task 1 sofeyawith the support of all the FAO
Mediterranean Regional Projects.

Regarding the activities proposed for the Alboraa $n small pelagic fisheries management,
the Committee agreed to continue this project. rEpeesentative of Morocco, while agreeing
with these activities, stressed the importanceaofrty activities involving management rather
than restricted only to classic fish stock assessme

Delegates from Libya and Tunisia commented theasdn of national management measures
applied on common fisheries resources and higlda@jthe importance of harmonizing such
measures at a subregional scale.

The Project Coordinator informed the participartatt during the last (33 session of the
GFCM, he had an informal meeting with the ACCOBAMScretariat. ACCOBAMS
requested the support of CopeMed Il on a pilotgubfinanced by ACCOBAMS with the
main aim of understanding the specific relationsMeen marine mammals and fisheries. The
project proposal has been drafted and sent for cmsto ACCOBAMS. He also informed
the meeting that INRH is carrying out a study oa ihteractions of marine mammals and
small pelagic fish, the results of which will be deaavailable to all the countries through the
Project.

Concerning new training opportunities during 2088me delegates recalled the urgency of
training national experts on direct methods fon fisock assessment, mainly for demersal and
small pelagic fish. The meeting agreed that théigi@ation of experts from one country in
stock assessment surveys from other CopeMed cowstrpart of their training in stock
assessment by direct methods should be a prioriGopeMed Il.

The delegate from Algeria informed the Committeatth new national fisheries research
vessel is being equipped and it will be operative2010. Accordingly, he requested the
support of the Project in terms of training theioval staff on the standards and common
methodologies for the appraisal of the demersalsanall pelagic resources.

With regard to the standardization of protocols #émathing of scientific staff, the delegates
from Tunisia, Malta, Spain and lItaly offered thespibility for scientists from other countries
to join their national survey for on-the-job traigion board. They will also make available
the scientific protocol of the surveys. In additidte Committee was also informed that a
similar activity is being organized in the framewaof the MedSudMed Project.

The FAO FIMF Chief acknowledged the request formadaby the delegation of Algeria and
informed the meeting that a FAO Technical CooperaBroject (TCP) is being prepared with
Algeria and he invited the Project to seek synergigh this initiative.



Considering the earlier decision that activitie®wdd have a regional dimension instead of
national, the Committee agreed on the programmacti¥ities proposed for the coming
period. ToRs should be detailed for the activitiedicated and it was recalled that these
should have clear and significant inputs from tiaéamal delegates to improve the regional
activities. The activities will be carried out pemgion budget availability.

It was stressed that the full achievement of tiseilte will depend on the involvement of the
research institutions. In particular, the Commitsteessed the importance of the following
activities:

- Organize the working groups of demersal and snmediigic in coordination with the
GFCM and the other subregional projects.

- Progress with the Alboran sea pilot project on ngan@ent of small pelagic fish.

- Co-organize with MedSudMed a working groupRriongirostris.

- Update the document produced by CopeMed | on hamaton of national fisheries
management measures.

- Analysis of the biological and socioeconomic imgacf management measures,
including closed seasons, in different countriepliag to bottom trawl fisheries on
shared stocks, possibly in collaboration with othdsregional projects.

- Update the Web page of CopeMed Il and create liokke national institutions and
fisheries administrations’ pages.

- Facilitate the activities of the national advispanels in all countries.

6. Priority activities for the 2nd year of ArtFiMed

Mr. Bernardon presented the ArtFiMed Agenda for®b@sed on document FAO CopeMed
[l CC02/2009/07. He underlined the meeting and arge of opinions and information with
the three communities for the identification anglementation of the activities in each site,
the identification of the communities, organizaticend institutions which will participate in
the activities, the selection of the candidatemftbe collectivity to lead the activities and the
implementation of the activities (studies, trainiteghnical support, etc.)

A second step in the follow up of the activitiesdaits effects will be the selection of
indicators at local level, with previous consuttatwith the communities, at national level in
consultation with the national institutions andragional level after consulting with the
GFCM. A monitoring system for each of the indicatashould also be designed and
implemented.

Concerning the activities related to the projedsibility, public and media information and
priority information on the results and follow-up lbe transmitted to FAO, the donors and the
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countries involved, the project will prepare thebweage with updated information and with
tools for the local, national and regional levefisnoplementation.

A series of communication meeting, of the projectiviies, coordination, synergies with
others and main results should be organised in bémr@and Tunisia with the involvement of
the national administrations. The communicationivagts will be concluded with an

Artisanal fisheries Journey in Morocco and Tungil if possible at regional level with the
participation of the GFCM and the national fishe@@ministrations.

After some discussion on the importance to avoydduplication of activities, the Committee
was informed that the diagnosis phase of ArtFiMemhtains specific tasks on the
identification of relevant stakeholders involvedthre artisanal fisheries sector in Tunisia and
Morocco. The Committee acknowledged the importapicévolving fishers’ communities
since the first phases of the project.

7. Other matters

Mr Ceriola, MedSudMed Fisheries monitoring exp@mesented a draft proposal for the
organization of a working group focused on the emstnd central Mediterranean crustacean
stocks following the indications given by th& MedSudMed Coordination Committee
(Sliema, Malta 18-19 February 2009). A workshopiagrto review the current situation of
the national crustacean fisheries and data avéfigtdas well as to run some of the existing
software to produce stocks assessment of the maties in the medium term could therefore
be organized by the two FAO projects. As a firgipsand considering previous activities
carried out by MedSudMed on this matter the Conamaithgreed to sele®arapenaeus
longirostris as the target species for the first assessmentisze The draft Terms of
Reference for the first meeting was discussed andas agreed that they will be further
circulated among the participating institutions thee final agreement (Annex 8).

The Committee acknowledged the initiative and pemgl to widen the objective of this
activity in order to achieve a preliminary appraisithese fisheries in the Mediterranean,
including socio-economic aspects, rather than lgagirpure stock assessment exercise. The
meeting agreed with the new proposal thus recagmittiat it would represent a first step for
a regional appraisal of this important fishery.

In this regard, the GFCM Deputy Executive Secretapalled that GFCM approved the new
organization of the SAC SCSA Working Groups and trae of this will be specifically
focused onP. longirostris Moreover he reiterated that any stock assessmperiormed
outside the GFCM SAC SCSA Working groups shouldpbesented directly at the GFCM
SAC Subcommittee on Stock Assessment.

The Coordinator informed the Committee that ICCAT,an effort to increase tuna tag
recoveries and reporting, has produce postersgginig/recapture and measures to reduce the
surface longline impacts on sea birds in the tH&@AT official languages. Copies of the
posters can be obtained free of charge by contattia ICCAT secretariainfo@iccat.in)
indicating the requested number of copies andahguage (Arab poster will be ready soon).

He as&nowledged the participation of
AdriaMed and MedSudMed staff and their contribusidao the meeting and particularly their
valuable support in drafting the session report.

Mr. Cochrane thanked the Moroccan delegation fairtivarm welcome and successful

organisation, the chairman Mr Zoubi for the managenof the meeting with prudence and

equity and the project staff for the fruitful dissions and final results. He also underlined the
necessity of clear guidance from the projects’ mendountries to the FAO and the project to

better fulfil their mandate and objectives.

Juversdles adults of this species have different
depth distributions, with the former more abundamthe outer shelf (50-200m) and the latter
mainly distributed along the upper slope up to B0depth.P. longirostrisis caught mainly
by trawlers on sandy—muddy bottoms, and peaks wfiddnce have been recorded between
70 and 400 m depth (Fischer et al.,, 1987). In teatral and western Mediterranean,
P. longirostrishas a great importance in terms of both totalitapménd economic value. In
particular, the MedSudMed Project area is charset@rby the greatest abundance values of
P. longirostrisin the whole Mediterranean basin. The total aniapture production of this
species in the northern part of the MedSudMed aseally exceeds 3000 tons with peaks of
more than 4000 tons in some years. Moreover, theieaproduction oP. longirostrisin the
southern part of the MedSudMed area increasedfisgnily in the last years. Accordingly,
the need to provide a description of the biologatedracteristics of this species, as well as an
appraisal of the status of its stocks at sub-regitavel became of increasing relevance in the
light to harmonise the management strategies.
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In this context, the FAO Regional Project MedSudMadsessment and Monitoring
of the Fishery Resources and the Ecosystems iSttiaé of Sicily”, within the framework of
the project component on demersal resources “3$plidiaibution of demersal resources and
the influence of environmental factors and fishelyaracteristics”, aims at supporting
scientific communities of the participating couesriat characterizing the basic biology,
abundance, distribution and the influence of fig@seon demersal resources, as well as at
describing the main socio-economic aspects retattidese fisheries.

During the ' Meeting of the MedSudMed Coordination CommittedefBh, Malta,
18-19February 2009) the importance of the work carriedl so far on demersal species in
terms of multidisciplinary monitoring of the fishes resources and ecosystems was widely
acknowledged and the need to continue in this iactivas stressed. Furthermore, the need to
carry out a specific activity oRarapenaeus longirostrifas been pointed out. During the
meeting it was also underlined that such activibwld be undertaken by using existing
information and data for carrying out a joint stadsessment. Accordingly, it was proposed
that the MedSudMed Project would provide supporthie assessment of this species in
collaboration with the CopeMed Il Project.

Duritigs Forum a first outline was presented
of the possible pilot scheme for the common manageof small pelagic in the Alboran Sea
to consider the sub-region as one of the most g@pjte to launch a common action that
engages the involved parties (Administration, Induand Research) in the three countries.
Among the conclusions drawn in this forum CopeMedudes:

“Study the feasibility of a possible pilot schenmretbe small pelagic fisheries in the Alboran Sema. |
this sense, it is requested to CopeMed to prepatetailed document on this plan and to send iheo t
fisheries Administrations of the 3 countries inwal\(Spain, Morocco and Algeria).
